A good man out of the good treasure of his heart bringeth forth that which is good; 
and an evil man out of the evil treasure of his heart bringeth forth that which is 
evil: for of the abundance of the heart his mouth speaketh. Luke 6:45

When they are full of the mat-
ter, and the Word dwelling richly in the heart, meditated upon and rightly divided, 
becomes for the child of God, an answer.

Listen to the Psalmist, again; Let thy mercies come also unto me, O LORD, even thy 
salvation, according to thy word. 42 So shall I have wherewith to answer him that 
reproacheth me: for I trust in thy word.
43 ¶ And take not the word of truth utterly out of my mouth; for I have hoped in 
thy judgments.
The 119th division is an exaltation of and declaration of the efficiency and suffi-
ciency of the Word of God to meet the needs of the believer in all situations.
My friend , Christ is the answer. The light of the world, the wisdom of God, the 
power of God, to all believing . And He is made known to us, through His Word.

(2) One primary calling: Adam / Noah / Abraham/ Moses/ Joshua/Jonah/ John 
the Baptist/  David/ Solomon: 1Kg 6 

(3) The wisdom and fame of Solomon: 1kg 10:23-25 A type of Christ and Anti 
- Christ: Isa 11:9/ Mt 24:14- 

(4) David’s ministry models Christ ( modest/ faithfulness) 5

(a ) True gospel unity! 2Sam 5:1,3,5 Gen 2:24 / Eph 5:30-32 

Signifies, the real spiritual connection between the head and the body! 

(b) David’s successful work: Leader/Shepherd: Vs 2 / 1Sam 8:20/18:5,13,16  “

He multiplied wives 1Kg 11:1-3 Consequences? (6) Division 1Kg 11:11-13 (7) 
Strife/ War 1Kg 11:14/19-21 23-24 Hadad/ Reson / Jeroboam! “ The beginning 
of the destruction of the nation”
